Dear St. Peterôs Church, 

 

In the past few months youôve heard from the vestry, the self-study group, and me 

about the coming of a second priest to St. Peterôs.  Iôm finally able to announce 

that we will welcome Andrew Hybl to St. Peterôs in June of this year. 

 

Andrew is currently finishing his seminary education at the Church Divinity 

School of the Pacific, an Episcopal seminary in Berkeley, California.  Andrew is 

an Arkansas native, actually lived only two blocks from St. Peterôs when he 

attended UCA, has served in the military, spent a year as a hospice chaplain, rides 

a Harley-Davidson, and is excited to be coming back home to Arkansas.  Andrew 

and his wife Julie, who is an attorney, were married this past October.  They will 

be bringing their canine family members with them to Arkansas, so there will 

now be more blessings to hand out at the Blessing of the Animals this October! 

 

Andrew has been very involved in Young Adult and Youth Ministry at the church 

where he works in Oakland, beginning a young adult ministry there and leading 

youth confirmation classes.  He comes to St. Peterôs with a good amount of life 

experience, a passion for college and youth ministry, a love of pastoral care, and a 

desire to be a part of our community.   

 

You will have an opportunity to meet Andrew on Sunday, March 18
th
 when he 

will be with us for all three services.  On Saturday, March 24
th
, Andrew will be 

ordained to the transitional diaconate at Trinity Cathedral in Little Rock at 11 am.  

All of St. Peterôs is invited to attend.  (Andrew will be ordained to the priesthood 

in the fall at St. Peterôs!)   

 

I look forward to Andrew becoming a part of St. Peterôs and working alongside 

all of us in the ministry that grows out from this place.  I look forward also to the 

warm welcome he will receive from all of you, remembering fondly the welcome 

you gave to our family three and a half years ago.

Adult Christian Education ï Spring 2012 
 

With the addition of a third service on Sunday mornings, weôre expanding our  

Christian Ed offerings. 

One Adult Christian Ed class will be offered at 8:45 am, and two classes will be offered at 9:45 am. 

 

8:45 am ï Lost Christianities  (Library)  

 

This class will explore the wide variety of Christian beliefs that existed in the second and third 

century, from shortly after the death of Jesus until the Church settled on which books would be 

included in the canon.  Only with the development of a canon of scripture did it become clear 

which beliefs would be considered orthodox and which beliefs would be deemed heretical.  Using 

the DVD series Lost Christianities: Christian Scriptures and the Battles Over Authentication with 

Bart Ehrman, we will examine the Christianities that were later deemed heretical and their books 

that did not become part of our canon.  Examples of topics include the diversity of early 

Christianity, early gnostic Christianity, the Coptic Gospel of Thomas, the Infancy Gospels, the 

Gospel of Peter, the Secret Gospel of Mark, the Epistle of Barnabas, the rise of early Christian 

orthodoxy, the formation of the New Testament canon, and early Christian creeds.

Hell in the Christian Imagination , with Donna Bowman ï February 5

In this four-week class, weôll explore the history of our understanding of hell and what it means to 

us today.  These are the topics weôll cover:  Hell and the Hebrew Bible, Jesus and Hell, Hell in 

Christian History, and What About Hell Today?

9:45 am ïSacred Places/Sacred Spaces (Chapel) 

 

From the beginning of human history, people have set apart certain places and spaces as ñsacredò 

or ñholyòðplaces where the boundary between heaven and earth seems porous or thin.  This class 

will explore such places and spaces, from Machu Picchu to the pyramids at Teotihuacan, from 

Canterbury to Mont St. Michel, from the Acropolis to Stonehenge.  What about these places have 

kept people streaming to them for years (maybe even centuries or millennia) in search of spiritual 

understanding and experience?
